6. What is our strategy for talking to people who are already in small groups 
versus those who aren’t? Is it different?

8. Do our leaders feel equipped and connected? 

9. How are we as leaders modelling vulnerability, clear communication, growth 
in Jesus, etc. as we lead others? 

10. Who are two small groups leaders or team members I can pastor this week 
through deep, relational conversations?
